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Real Estate Terminology 
 
Leverage – Controlling a large asset  with a relatively small amount of cash.  In real estate, $25,000 down 
payment (or less) can be used to purchase (control) a $100,000 home, for example. 
 
Prepayment Privilege – A mortgage feature that allows the borrower to prepay a portion or all of the 
principal balance with or without penalty.  This privilege is frequently restricted to specific amounts and 
times.
